Broadsheet on Colonial America
Purpose:  

· To categorize facts about colonies comparing and contrasting information.

· To use text and non-text references in addition to the textbook as sources of information.

· To produce a “Broadsheet” designed to persuade Europeans to colonize parts of the Americas.

Directions for creating a foldable graphic organizer:
Part 1

· Once your teacher has instructed you in how to construct the foldable, you will need to know what information to include inside.  The required items include:

1. Name of each colony on front tab.

2. Group the colonies together into three regions – New England colonies, Middle colonies and Southern colonies.

3. Color code each region.  (For example, make all the New England colonies the same color.)
4. Under each tab for each colony you must include the following information:
· Year of first permanent settlement

· Reason(s) founded

· Founders or leaders

· Best things about living in each region

· Worst things about living in each region

· For the New England colonies, answer the following questions:

Why did the Pilgrims/Puritans come to America?

How did the colonies of Connecticut, Rhode Island and New Hampshire begin?

· Middle colonies, answer the following questions:

Why did the middle colonies have the most diverse population?

What type of government did each colony have?

· For each of the Southern colonies, answer the following questions:

How were the French & Spanish colonies different from the English colonies?

Why was there a high demand for slave labor in the Carolinas?

Part 2

After you have finished your foldable, create a ten question matching or multiple choice quiz based on the information in your foldable.  Questions must have one correct answer with no possible room for misinterpretation.  Include an answer key.
Part 3

Lastly, you will use your foldable to create a broadsheet to attract future colonists to America.  The broadsheet will be scored on a rubric and the foldable will be included in the rubric.
