Guidelines for Social Studies Research Report:

Questions to be answered:  According to the Just War Theory, was the Revolutionary War a “Just War?”
Preparation:
1.  Paraphrase the 6 parts of the Just War Theory.  This will take place in Language Arts classes.  Keep the paraphrase paper in a safe place!
2. Select 2 parts of the theory to write about in your research report.
3. Research the events that led up to the Revolutionary War.  
4. Find at least two events that would either prove that the Revolutionary War was a “just war,” or an unjust war according to the Just War Theory.
5. In your search for events that led up to the Revolutionary War, make sure that what you find is NEW information.  You may not use information already learned in class.  This is VERY important and will count heavily toward your grade.
6. Make sure you keep notes on your research.  THESE WILL BE COLLECTED AS WELL AS YOUR FINALPAPER!!
7. You also must cite all the sources you used, both print (books, magazines, etc.) and websites.  There is a special format for this that you will learn about in class, but if you don’t keep track of your sources, you will not be able to create an accurate bibliography and this counts towards your final grade.
8. This grade will count in both social studies class as a test and in Language Arts as a Writing grade.
9. This paper must use the ACES format.
