Plimoth Plantation Field Trip Guide
Rules of Conduct While on the Field Trip:
· Stay with chaperone at all times.

· Treat your chaperone with respect at all times.

· If you need to use a restroom, ask your chaperone and never go anywhere alone.

· Be careful not to ask questions or make comments based on stereotypes when on the site.  For example, greeting a staff member wearing traditional Wampanoag clothing  with, “How!” is inappropriate.   Referring to a native woman as a “squaw.” or to a native man as “chief” shows ignorance.

· Although you may work together to answer the questions on your sheet, you may not copy another student’s work, nor may you ask a chaperone for the answer.

· Answer all questions and do all activities.

· Place all rubbish in trash barrels.

· Stay on designated pathways.

· Feel free to take pictures!

· We plan to meet in the Visitor Center at 12.  Please do not be late.

· At that point we will decide whether we will eat in the cafeteria on site or if it is too crowded, we will stop at a fast food place on the way home.  You may bring your own lunch.

Attached you will find questions and/or activities for each of the four stops on your tour.  When the tour is completed, Mrs. Roberts will collect the activity sheets and they will count for some portion of your grade in social studies so please complete them with care and attention to detail.
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Site:  Thanksgiving:  Memory, Myth & Meaning  
This is site number one on the map, located inside the Henry Hornblower II Visitor Center.  Make sure you watch the Exhibit Orientation Video before you visit this site.
Discover what really happened in 1621!  What was the “First Thanksgiving” really like?  (Remember to pay special attention to the bolded & underlined words as we determined their meaning in school before we came on this trip!)
