Schedule of due dates
You must select a person to research for Monday, March 14th.  You must choose someone of the same gender.  If you choose the same person to depict as another student, the names will be put into a hat and chosen at random so you might want to have an alternate name.  There will only be one representation of a person in the wax museum.  Once you have received confirmation from your teacher that your choice has been officially accepted, you are not allowed to change your mind or do any other character.  You MUST choose someone that you have not researched over the last two years.
The following dates are mandatory…no exception as each will have a graded point value.

March 14th  – Selection of person (have 2 alternates just in case).
March 10th -18thFind resources including biography. Begin note taking.

March 14th – April 8th – work on outline and paper for LA.
April 8th – April 15th – continue research for timeline and speech.

April 15th – All research WITH timeline is due

May 13th - Rough draft of speech due.  It does not need to be the final version but must contain information, complete sentences on what you are considering saying.
May 20th – Backboard and materials for backboard due in class.

May 23rd  Costume plan due. You must have the complete drawing (in color) & description of the costume you are going to wear from head to toe.  Your backboard must also be completed.
May 27th – Push button is due.  The button must not make any noise or play music.  This will be the button on display at the museum and will remain in school.  

May 31st - Final speech due.  This will be the exact monologue you will give.  Once handed in, there is no deviating from this speech…no additions or deletions.  You should have it memorized and ready to present to your teacher.  Additionally, you should have your animatronic movements rehearsed and ready.  I will review them with you individually.
June 2nd – Performance day with final costume, props, button, speech, and backboard.
