Steps to Follow When Massing

1. Place balance on flat level surface

2. Check to see that all of the “riders” are set to zero, if not slide them there

3. Check to see that pointer is pointing at zero

4. If not, turn zeroing knob backwards or forwards until arrow points to zero.
5. Place object on pan.
6. Move the rider with the largest numbers first

· Move one notch at a time

· When pointer moves down stop and move rider back on notch

7. Move the rider with the next largest numbers

8. Again move rider until the pointer goes down and then move the rider back one notch

9. Now use the rider with the smallest numbers

· This rider does not have notches

· Use the tip of a pen or pencil to slowly move slider until pointer points to zero

10. When the pointer rests at zero, add the numbers on all of the riders to determine the mass of the object which you are massing
