



Requirements:
· Must display accurate representation of the number of protons, electrons, and shells (orbits) for your element
· No perishable food items
· Be creative:  Look around your house first for items to use before going out to purchase items
· No heavier than 5 lbs.
· Must be ready to hang in classroom with wire or flexible coat hanger already attached
· Items used to represent protons, electrons, or neutrons should reflect a property of the element or use for the element
· Ex:  Copper—use pennies to represent electrons
· Ex:  Aluminum—use aluminum foil rolled up to represent protons or neutrons in the nucleus
· Must include identification label (to be given out later)
· Your model will count as a large assessment grade
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
