HURRICANE BASICS
1- Hurricane Season: ( June 1-November 30)
2- Two other names for “hurricane”  (typhoon and cyclone)
3- Name given to a hurricane that forms in the Atlantic Ocean (tropical cyclone)

(winds of at least 74 mph and they are cyclonic—move around a central eye)

HURRICANE PARTS
1- Most violent winds are found here (eye wall)
2- Part of hurricane with low pressure and calm conditions (eye)
3- Most dangerous part of a hurricane (right side—high winds)
4- thunderstorms circling out from eye that feed the storm (rain bands)
WEATHER ALERTS
1- Warnings for tropical storms and hurricanes occur when they arrive within (24 hours)
2- Watches for tropical storms and hurricanes occur when they arrive within (36 hours)
3- What does the Saffir-Simpson Scale measure?  (strength of winds and effects)
4- How many categories of hurricanes are there? (5)
5- How fast must the winds be on the scale for Category 5? (greater than 155 mph)
6- At which Category does severe flooding usually begin? (Category 3)
7- What Category is the minimum for damage caused? (Category 2)
8- Besides high winds, name two other causes of death and damage. (storm surges, flooding)
9- When are storm surges more dangerous? (when accompanied by high tide)
10- The extent of damage from a hurricane depends on the category, whether the storm comes ashore and….(whether the right or left side strikes an area)
11- Leading cause of hurricane deaths in US. (flooding)
12-Most destructive hurricane in US history (Katrina)
