     	When determining an author’s purpose look for details that indicate that purpose.
   
· Facts and statistics are mostly used to inform or persuade
· Opinions are sometimes used to persuade
· Details about experiences are mostly used to entertain

The main idea in a text is the most significant point that the author makes. A reader must use important details in the text to determine the main idea. Important details are small pieces of information that tell more about the main idea. These can be called supporting details. 






















TYPES OF NONFICTION:

· Autobiographical Narrative Essay: tells about an event or time in the author’s own life. The author may therefore include his or her own thoughts, feelings, and reactions. It uses the first person pronoun, I. It can NOT be a fictional story. 
	
· Autobiography: a form of nonfiction in which a person narrates his or her own life story. An autobiography uses the pronoun, I, relies on first hand thoughts, and is a more personal presentation.  It can NOT be a fictional story.
  	
· Biography: a form of nonfiction in which a writer tells the life story of another person. A biography uses the pronouns he and she, relies on research, and may be a more objective work. Does NOT use the pronoun I. 

· Expository Text: a short piece of nonfiction (article or essay) about a specific subject. 

· Persuasive Speech: a public presentation that argues for or against a particular position. 
Examples of persuasive speeches include campaign speeches, fundraising speeches, and  sermons.

When writing a summary, begin with TAPM sentence
	T: title
	A: author
	P: author’s purpose 
	M: main idea
Include 2-3 important details and then finish your summary with a concluding sentence.

PLOT:

Exposition: intro of characters, setting, and basic situation
Conflict: the story’s central problem
Rising Action: Events that increase tension about the conflict
Climax: Point of greatest tension in the story
Falling Action: Events that follow the climax and reduce tension
Resolution: The final outcome of the story
