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Investigating Ancient Egypt
Objectives-

As a result of this activity, students will be able to:

· Research and organize information on ancient Egypt using the correct research protocol using 3 to 5 sources
· Present an artifact that relates to their research paper
· Write a paragraph summary of information on their artifact
· Explain how events and people from ancient Egypt have influenced the course of history

Topics- 
The following is a list of possible topics:

1. The geography of ancient Egypt and the Nile River valley

2. The Pyramids

3. Hieroglyphs and the Rosetta Stone

4. Religion of Ancient Egypt

5. Archeology and the re-discovery of Ancient Egypt
6. Funerary Practices

7. Pharaohs and Queens

8. Medicine

9. Valley of the Kings

10. Other (With approval from teacher)
Assignment- The students are required to produce a one- two pages written report with an artifact that relates to the report.  Artifacts will be presented during class.  A paragraph summary will be presented to the class lasting 3 to 5 minutes. Each report will include: paper (minimum of 5 paragraphs), bibliography, and artifact.
Research- The following research periods have been put aside to work on project- 10/24-10/28 and 10/31-11/1.  Students will have access to computer lab and text resources during these time periods. Students are encouraged to meet after school to work on projects in the school library. Teachers will be available Monday, Tuesday and Thursday afterschool for guidance. 
Presentations-Students are encouraged to be creative and their presentations should be a mini-cultural festival, with food, recorded music, and generated artifacts from Egypt.
