Propaganda
Propaganda is a form of communication that is aimed at influencing the attitude of a community toward some cause or position so as to benefit oneself or one's group.
There are many different types of propaganda:
· Ad hominem – to attack your opponent
· Ad nauseam – repetition of an idea, like a simple slogan
· Appeal to fear – to instill panic in the general population
· Bandwagon – to persuade the audience to join in and take the course of action that “everyone else is taking”
· Black and White – to present only two choices (“You are either with us or against us”)
· Beautiful People – uses famous people or depicts attractive, happy people
· Demonizing the enemy – making individuals from the opposing nation, from a different ethnic group, or those who support the opposing viewpoint appear subhuman
· Direct Order – tells the audience exactly what action to take
· Flag Waving – to justify an action on the grounds that doing so will make one more patriotic
· Name calling – to incite fear  and arouse prejudices in the audience 
· Repetition – a jingle or word that is repeated over and over again
· Slogan – brief, striking phrase 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Stereotyping – to arouse prejudices in an audience by labeling the object as something that the audience fears, loathes or finds undesirable
