Conjunctions
Words that connect sentence parts and help add information are called conjunctions.  The most common are known as coordinating conjunctions.  Examples include:  and, but, or, nor, so, yet.

Prepositions/ Prepositional Phrases
A preposition relates a noun or pronoun to another word in the sentence.  A few examples:  

…before, after, during, in, above, around, under, to….

A group of words beginning with a preposition and ending with a noun is called a prepositional phrase.  They can be anywhere in the sentence.  If you remove a prepositional phrase you still have a complete sentence.
