Text Devices: diagrams, pictures, italics, bold, headings, etc

	Fiction is prose writing that tells about characters and events from the author’s imagination.  All works of fiction share certain basic elements.

Setting is the time and place of the action in a story.  Sometimes the setting is only a backdrop for the action.  Other times, the setting can be the force that the characters struggle against, the source of a story’s conflict.  It also can create a mood or emotional atmosphere.

Plot is the sequence of events that takes you through a story.  The plot of the story includes the conflict, or problem, and then at the end, the resolution, or conclusion.

Characters are people or animals that take part in the action.
· Character traits are the qualities, attitudes, and values that a character possesses—such as dependability or intelligence.

· Character’s motives are reasons for a character’s actions.  This motivation may come from internal causes like loneliness or jealousy, or from external causes like danger or poverty.

Theme is the central message expressed in a story.  It may be directly stated or implied.
· A stated theme is expressed directly by the author.
· An implied theme is suggested, or stated indirectly through 
· A universal theme is what happens to the characters.
· A universal theme, or a recurring theme, is a message about life that is expressed regularly in many different cultures and time periods.

Conflict:  is a struggle between opposing forces.
· An internal conflict takes place in the mind of a character.
· An external conflict is one in which a character struggles with an outside force or another person.

Plot:  is the sequence of events in a short story.  It is usually divided into five parts:
· Exposition introduces the setting—the time and place of the story, the characters, and the basic situation.
· Rising Action introduces the conflict, or problem.
· Climax is the turning point of a story.
· Falling Action is the part of the story when the conflict lessens.
· Resolution is story’s conclusion.




	
Types of Fiction

	Short Stories: are brief works of fiction made up of plot, character, setting, point of view, and theme.  Short stories usually focus on one main plot structured around one main conflict and can usually be read in one sitting.

Novels:  are longer works of fiction.   They contain the same elements as short stories—characters, plot, conflict, and setting.  In addition to its main plot, a novel may contain subplots, or independent, related stories and conflicts.

Novellas:  are works of fiction that are shorter that novel, but longer that short stories.

Historical Fiction:  is literature that draws, in part on real people and events to tell invented stories.

	Literary devices are tools that writers use to enhance their writing.

Point of View: is the perspective from which a story is told.

First Person Point of View: is the perspective of a character in the story.

Third-person point of view tells the story from the perspective or a narrator outside the story.  A third-person narrator might be omniscient—a narrator who knows everything that happens, and reveals what each character thinks and feels.  A third-person narrator also might be limited, and only reveal the thoughts and feelings of a single character.

Foreshadowing is the use of clues in a story to hint at events to come.
Flashback is the use of scenes within a story that interrupt the sequence of events to reveal past occurrences.

Irony is the contrast between an actual outcome and what the reader or the characters expect.

Metaphor:  something is described as though it were something else / points out a similarity between two unlike things.

Analogy: A comparison made using an aspect of one thing and comparing it to another using figurative language:  Example: The grass lay out before me, a lush carpet of green.

	Language that appeals to all five senses—sight, sound, smell , taste, and touch


Alliteration: Repetition of consonant sounds at the beginning of words. 
Example: Sara sounds scared silly.
Repetition: is the repeated use of a sound, word, or phrase.
Assonance:  is the repetition of vowel sounds in stressed syllables that end with different consonant sounds, as in fade and hay.
Consonance: is the repetition of final consonant sounds in stressed syllables with different vowel sounds, as in end and hand.
Onomatopoeia: is the use of words that imitate sounds, as in POW, BAM
Rhyme: is the repetition of sounds at the ends of words.
Meter:  is the rhythmical pattern—or the arrangement and number of stressed and unstressed syllables—in a poem.



	Forms of Poetry

Lyric poetry expresses thoughts and feelings of a single speaker, often in very musical verse.  The speaker is the one telling the poem.

Narrative poetry tells a story in verse.  Narrative poems often have elements like those in a short story, such as setting, plot, and characters.

Ballads are songlike poems that tell a story, often dealing with adventure and romance.

Free verse poetry is defined by its lack of strict structure.  It has no regular meter, no intentional rhyme, no fixed line length, and no specific stanza pattern.

Haiku is a three-line Japanese verse form.  The first and third lines each have five syllables and the second line has seven.

Rhyming couplets are a pair of rhyming lines that usually have the same meter and length.

Limericks are humorous five-line poems with a specific rhythm pattern and rhyme scheme.
