RAG or NOTE TAKING

PROCESS: [using your text book]

· Look at the key concepts, then bold red headings and graphs/diagrams/illustrations before reading the text

· Read the text, including the titles and captions around graphs/diagrams/illustrations

· Use key concepts/red headings in your notes

· Copy graphs/diagrams/illustrations exactly

· Use bolded sentences in your notes

· Use underlined/highlighted words in your notes

· See if any examples could relate to you and your understanding

· Be able to answer assessment questions from your notes

· Put key terms/vocabulary into your glossary with definitions and/or diagrams

CRITERIA: [things credited in completed notes]

· Title of section & pages
· Key concepts or red bold headings are underlined = subtitles
· Bold sentences are copied under each appropriate concept/heading = main ideas
· Underlined glossary words are found under each appropriate concept/heading = reinforcing glossary words
· Choose at least one graph/diagram/illustration to appear where appropriate with its title and caption
