The Orange Cluster has planned a field trip to the Breakers Mansion and the Marble House in Newport, Rhode Island on Friday, December 23rd.  At the mansions, the students will be able to explore the Gilded Age of the United States.  This trip will occur during our study of the United States during the late 19th and early 20th centuries in social studies.
